This module has been created, under indian context with delivery in an entertaining fun-filled, lucid 

manner, to suit the children’s psyche and keep them engrossed throughout. This 3 hours session includes 

delivery through PPT discourse involving indian history, storytelling and interacting with children 

throughout to bring them out of the shell.  Props such as videos, photos, captions, katputli dances, 

nataks, quiz, poetry, rajasthani folk songs, tell your tale, circle dance are just a few.
